The Lebanese Maritime Administration will carry out the oversight of Recognized 
Organi.sations. acting on its behalf in statutory ships' cc11ification and services, as per 
the MSC. Resolution No. 349(92) and guidance given in part 3 of the RO code under 
Section 7.1..1, and under the requirement of and the IMO Instruments Implementation 
Code's (II I Code) Resolution A.l 070(28) Paragraph 20, page 9 . 

This procedure explains the criteria against which classification so'cieties aie assessed· 
towards recognition alld authorin1.tion and the guideline::; l(w the over~ight by the 
T .ehunese Muri lime Auminislntlion. · 

Application nnd Oh,jectives . 

This procedure applies to all Classification societies being considered for recognition 
or that are recognized by the Lebanese Maritime Administration to perform, on its 
behalt~ statutory certification and services under mandatory IM.O instruments . 

The Lebanese Maritime Administration shall verify that the statutory, regulatol'y and 
contractual requirements are followed by classification societies and in l:Ompliance 
with specific national requirements that are detailed in the· cla..;;sification society's 
agreement, and to do the evaluation performauce the classification societies. 

Conditions of the classilication sudetic~ recognition and thll ·oversight scheme of 
RO dassitication societies should be determined nnd rcgulnted Hs follows: 

1. The recognition of the classification societies should be in compliLtnce to the 
regulations ami guidelin~s of the Code for Recognized Organizat.l(ms (RO 
Code). · 

2. It is understood that the national r.eq\.1irements which are speciOed and 
detailed in the stnndnrd of the classification society's agreement, an.;; 
n~gulntory mancrs in accordance to the national jurisdiCtion ;ind legjslation of 
T.ebanon. 

3. Tiw Lebanese Maritime Administration will ensure that classification . 

societies to whom ~hey deles~te authority "'dh~1:e to th~ provi~ionB of the -~T&~;·;:~ .. 
~ode. It shal~ ver1fy that the relevant IMO mternatwnal mstn1men . .,<l~;::;~:~~·~--···-<.::r\.

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4. The Lebanese Maritime Administration may enter into a wril.Lt~n agreement to 
participate in combined monitoring/oversight actjvities wHh another flag 
Stalt~ or States that have authorizations with the." same of the dassification 
society. 

A copy of such agreement will be submitted to IMO for the information of the 
Member States. 

5. The Classification society's quality management system should be effective 
and reliable. 

6. The annual audit of the Classi'tication society's quality management .system 
to be conducted by an internationally replltable high standard audit company, · 
accredited to comply with ISO/IEC 17021 :2006 stanc:lard by an accreditation · · 
body that is signatory to the Intemational Accreditation Forum (IAF) 
Multit1ational Recognition Agreement (MRA). · 
Desides a copy of the a\ldit will be assured to be forwarded to the T ,ebanesc 
Maritilne Administration. 

7. The Lebanese Maritime Administration shall not aulhoriz.t: functions beyond 
classification society's capabilities. 

R. The Lebanese Maritime Administration shall determine that the classification 
society has adequate resources in terms of technical., ina.na.gcrial and survey 
capa.hilit.ies_ 

9. Any classification society that req1.lests authorization for recognition ohclJl 
apply to the Lebanese Maritime AJ.minil:ilru.lion together with any 
information, documents and papers evidencing their conrorrnity to the lMO 
resolution MSCJ49 (92), Code for Recognized Organization_ 

10. Oversight and monitor classification societies: The Lebanese Mariti111.e 
Ar.lmin1stration will curry out the ovcrgight of recognized classification 
societies as per the !:,Jttidance given in ps.t't 3 of the RO code; laking into 
account the assurance that the statutory, regulatory and cpntractual 
requirements arc followed by classification society, the reduction of risks to 
the Lebanese flaggeq vessels and the needs for classification societies' 
evaluation. 

ft. The.oversight of the c1£tssificfl.l:ion societies include various monitoring 
items, consisting of audits, inspections and aud1t observations; for. the scope 
Of Oven;i.ght of classification $(H.lit:t.i~S their head Offices located OUtside 
Lebanese territori~s will be carried out by an independent accredited body. · 



monitoring activities; maintaining oversight programme records; reporting 
on the overall achievem~nls of the oversight progranune, robt.lst executilm of 
moniloring activities according to the oversight programme; ensuring review 

. and upprllval. of . monitoring activity reports, ·and th~ir distribution to 
interested parties; and follow-up, if necessary. 

13. 'T'.he recognized classiliculion society shall communicate with the Lebanese 
Maritime Administration for any new class mles and regulations, 

14. 'l'he. recognized classific.ation society shall rcpo11 to the Lebanese Maritime 
Administration whenever one of the following events occun·cd; 

• Deltmiion by Port State Control, liJr deficiencies ·of any Lebanese llagged 
vessels allocated to the responsibilities of the classification society. 

• Casualty, · 
• Un-fulfillment with the IMO requirements in coni1ection with statutory 

certi11cation, 
i Dunger to the ship, persons on board, or the marine environment., 
• Any Lebanese 1la.gged vessel removed from l.he list of classed ships. 

15. The Lebanese Maritime Administration's monitoring records shquld be 
maintained to demonstrate the implementation of the oversight programme 
and should include ihe l()llowing; plans; reports; non-conformity reports; 
cori·ecti.ve and preventive action reports, and follow-up reports, if applicable; 
results of oversight programme review; and records rel~.ted to personnel 
cnveritlg ::;ubjects, such u.s: assigned personnel compctcn.cc. and performat1ce 
evaluation; monitoring and/or audit team selection; ·.and maintenance and 
hnprovement of competence. 

16. The Lebanese Maritime Administration will use· perforn1ar1ce indicators to 
monitor the effectiveness of its oversight programme Jl>r classil'icat:ion 
societies, and it will consider the I()IIowing factors when cvaluati11g the 
performance of' th~ classification societies: 

1- The port State performnnce ()f ciMsificat.ion societies; 
2- Results of classification snciel.y'~ internal audits; 
3- Results of quality rnarme;ement system audits performed by third-

party organ.i.z.a.t.ions (ACBs); and. • 
4- The results of previous pcrfonnance monitoring. 

17. The implementation of the oversight ~cheme under. the above instructions 
shall be reviewed at appropriate intervals, reviewed and evaluate~l its overall 
performance to assess whether its objeCtives ha.ve been met and to identify 
opportunities for improvement. ·
