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CMA CGM reopens local headquarters

Following a total blow-out from the Port Explosion, CMA CGM Group has completed the
repair of the damages and reopened on Thursday its reconstructed local headquarters, in the presence
of senior officials and business leaders. The French-based, Lebanese part-owned group is a world
leader in maritime development, shipping, and logistics.
Rodolphe Saadé, the group’s chairman, said that his company will participate in a tender for the
container terminal concession, expected to be launched by the end of this week. He has also reiterated
his willingness to take part in the reconstruction of the Port of Beirut.
Saadé said that his group will continue to support the Lebanese economy. One of the group’s units,
CEVA Logistics Lebanon Packing House, based in the Bekaa, serves the local agricultural sector by
facilitating the export of crops to European markets.
Merit, another company of the CMA CGM Group, acquired earlier this year Rifai Nuts (Al Rifai
Roastery)
The group’s future plans include opening a Global Business Center in the region to cater to Asia,
Africa, the Middle East, and Europe. It will be the first of its kind in the Middle East.
The group will also expand The Hub digital center by recruiting data scientists, cloud engineers, and
others. Its current team includes experts from various digital fields such as blockchain and data
engineering.
CMA CGM plans to increase its local workforce from 900 to 1,100 employees by the end of 2022. It
had 250 employees in 2019. Its global workforce totals 110,000 employees.
The group’s foundation has shipped more than 4,000 tons of humanitarian aid free of charge as part
of its ‘Containers of Hope’ program. It catered to more than 30 Lebanese NGOs and hospitals. The
foundation will cover the tuition fees of 1,000 school students. It will also cover tuition for 20 students
per year for the coming ten years to pursue their studies at HEC Paris.
“As the CMA CGM Group continues to expand internationally, being a family group, it is proudly
attached to its Lebanese roots,” read a company statemen
CMA CGM has a presence in 160 countries through 755 offices, 750 warehouses, and a fleet of 566
vessels.

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La BDL affirme vouloir coopérer avec Alvarez & Marsal

Riad Salamé Gouverneur de la Banque du Liban

Dans cette semaine marquée par des annonces de tous les cOtés concernant I’audit
juricomptable sur les comptes de la Banque du Liban (BDL) par le cabinet Alvarez & Marsal (A&M),
la journée de jeudi n'a pas fait exception. La BDL s'est en effet de nouveau fendue d'un
communiqué réaffirmant sa volonte de coopérer avec ce cabinet, dont la mission est de remonter a la
source des transactions réalisées par la banque centrale pour y détecter d’éventuelles fraudes. Une
mission pour laquelle A&M a signé un second contrat avec 1’Etat libanais en septembre dernier. La BDL
a méme assuré qu’elle allait fournir les informations demandées par A&M,
« méme si la période de préparation des documents dépasse le 29 décembre (date a laquelle la loi de
levée, pour un an, du secret bancaire sur les comptes de la BDL et des institutions publiques prend fin,
NDLR) et méme si la loi n’est pas prorogée ».
Ce communiqué fait suite a une réunion qui a eu lieu jeudi entre la BDL, A&M et le ministére des
Finances, lequel fait office de lien entre ces deux protagonistes. Deux jours plus t6t, la banque
centrale affirmait avoir répondu « le 21 octobre » aux requétes du cabinet transmises « fin septembre »
par le ministre des Finances (un ancien cadre de la BDL), Youssef Khalil, en soumettant « 900 mégaoctets
d’informations » qui sont désormais stockées sur un ordinateur au ministere. Elle avait de plus indiqué
avoir répondu a une partie des clarifications demandées par le cabinet et qui ont été transmises le 11
novembre par le ministre des Finances, ajoutant qu’elle était en train d’étudier celles auxquelles elle
n’avait pas encore répondu.

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Emirates Skycargo to expand freighter fleet with $1bn investment
Emirates SkyCargo will add two new production freighters and convert four passenger
aircraft in response to rising cargo demand.
The Dubai-hubbed carrier signed a purchase agreement with Boeing for two B777Fs that will join
its fleet in 2022 and also convert four of the airline’s Boeing 777-300ER passenger aircraft into
freighters between 2023 and 2024.
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The total investment in the six aircraft is around $1bn, the airline said.

The two new aircraft will be delivered in April and June next year.

For the conversions, the airline has signed an agreement with Israel Aerospace Industries (IAl) for
four Boeing 777-300ER passenger aircraft to be switched to a full freighter configuration.

The agreement also includes an option for further Boeing 777-300ER conversions at a later stage.
The conversion programme will commence in early 2023 and is expected to conclude in 2024 with
each aircraft taking up to an estimated five months.The converted freighters will provide up to 10
additional pallet positions over the Boeing 777F production freighter allowing for transport of more
low density cargo including e-commerce goods, Emirates SkyCargo said.

“They will boost the maindeck cargo capacity that Emirates SkyCargo can deploy on its global
routes, with a particular focus on trade lanes where volumetric cargo loads tend to be high,” the airline
explained.

“The converted aircraft’s payload capabilities are very close to those of the Boeing 777-F production
freighters and the twin-engine aircraft will be more efficient per tonne of cargo carried than the industry
standard freighters.”

The carrier currently operates a fleet of 10 Boeing 777 freighters and 16 mini-freighters — B777s with
seats removed.

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QatarEnergy orders six LNG carriers in South Korea

Saad Sherika Al Kaabi CEO of Qatar Energy

QatarEnergy has started to roll out its LNG carrier ordering program in South Korea. Having
reserved a record amount of newbuild slots in East Asia last year, Qatar has started to put to pen to
paper, with Chinese yards winning the first contracts last month.
Now QatarEnergy has signed for four ships with Daewoo Shipbuilding & Marine Engineering
(DSME) and two vessels with Samsung Heavy Industries (SHI).
Saad Sherida al-Kaabi, the president and CEO of QatarEnergy, commented, “These orders, and those
that will follow in the near future, constitute a significant part of our program to expand
Qatar’s LNG fleet to meet the requirements of our LNG expansion projects, our existing fleet
replacement, as well as our LNG trading arm.”
The North Field expansion projects will increase Qatar’s LNG production capacity from 77m tons
per year to 126m tons per year by 2027.

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Port of Salalah

Muscat — More than 3.3mn shipping containers were loaded and unloaded at the Port of

Salalah during the first nine months of this year. The port also handled nearly 13mn tonnes of general
cargo goods during the January — September period of 2021.
‘The container terminal handled 3.342mn TEUs (twenty-foot equivalent units) during the January —
September period of 2021 as against 3.22mn TEUs in the same period of last year, an increase of 4
per cent,” Salalah Port Services Company (SPSC), which operates and manages Port of Salalah, said
in its report submitted to the Muscat Stock Exchange. ‘This has been possible due to strong support
from one of our major customers despite the very challenging business environment.’
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On productivity, SPSC said Port of Salalah’s container terminal has registered consistent
improvements in port stay performance during the January—September period of this year. This
showcases the port’s success in focusing on continuous improvements.
Port of Salalah’s general cargo terminal, on the other hand, recorded a 17 per cent growth in volumes.
The terminal handled 12.721mn tonnes of general cargo during the first nine months of 2021 as
compared to 10.837mn tonnes in the same period of 2020.
The major commodities handled are limestone, gypsum, methanol and cement, which are exported
from Salalah to nearby markets, and continue to drive the general cargo business, SPSC said.
According to Port of Salalah, the shipping rates are expected to remain high in the near term despite
major shipping lines declaring a cap on spot rates. ‘However, the shipping lines have been under
pressure by regulators of certain governments to reduce the rates to improve the economic outlook as
supply chain disruption is being identified as a significant bottleneck to the economic recovery,’ the
company said.
On the container side of business, importers and exporters based in Salalah are also facing the pressure
of higher freight rates and non-availability of equipments as in other parts of the world which is
expected to impact the gate volume in the fourth quarter of this year, SPSC said.
As for the general cargo business, SPSC said the rise in higher tonnage and demand for gearless
vessels continue to put pressure on exporters of dry bulk.
‘While the forecast of dry bulk volumes and other cargo remains positive indicating a strong volume
pipeline during the last quarter, the excessive increase in vessel charter and thereby freight rates, by
200-250 per cent, has a potential to negatively impact the dry bulk volume performance in the fourth
quarter,” the company said.

Rolls-Royce says its all-electric aircraft

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Spirit of Innovation all-electric aircraft

Rolls-Royce believes its Spirit of Innovation plane could be the world's fastest all-electric
aircraft.
The firm - whose aerospace headquarters are based in Derby - said the plane reached a top speed of
387.4 mph (623 km/h) during test runs at an experimental aircraft testing site.
It is thought to have set new World Records over three different distances.
The figures have been sent to the World Air Sports Federation for verification.
The test flights took place at Boscombe Down in Amesbury, Wiltshire, on 16 November.
The top speed was achieved by test pilot and director of flight operations Phill O'Dell.
"This is the highlight of my career and is an incredible achievement for the whole team," he said.
Rolls-Royce said Spirit of Innovation was more than 132 mph (213.04 km/h) faster than the previous
record set by the Siemens eAircraft powered Extra 330 LE Aerobatic aircraft in 2017.
It reached a top speed of 345.4 mph (555.9 km/h) over 1.9 miles (3 km) and 330 mph (522.1 km/h)
over 9.3 miles (15 km).
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It is also thought to have broken the fastest time to climb to 9842.52 ft (3,000 m) by 60 seconds with
a time of 202 seconds.
The aircraft uses a 400kW electric powertrain - the equivalent of a 525 BHP supercar.
Roll-Royce said it also had the most power-dense propulsion battery pack ever assembled in
aerospace with enough power to charge 7,500 phones.
Warren East, chief executive of Rolls-Royce, said: "Following the world's focus on the need for action
at COP26, this is another milestone that will help make 'jet zero' a reality.
"It supports our ambitions to deliver the technology breakthroughs society needs to decarbonise
transport across air, land and sea."
Rolls-Royce hopes that the Fédération Aéronautique Internationale (FAI) will certify and officially
confirm the results as new World Records in the near future.

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Barcelona container volumes up 30.6% in Jan-Sept

All markets have shown a dynamic and positive performance in September, said the Port Authority.

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Lost in Transit: Major Delays Plague China-U.S. Shipping

Port of Shanghai Port Of Los Angeles

While before the coronavirus pandemic, goods shipped between China and the U.S. via
container ship took just over 40 days, hold-ups and delays have extended that time to upwards of 70
days in July, August and September of 2021. The delays are much longer than those at the beginning
of the global coronavirus pandemic in the spring of 2020, when transit time briefly spiked at 56 days.
According to freight booking platform Freightos, container ship pileups at ports on both ends of the
journey are significantly increasing the transit time and are adding to the global container shortage
that has seen shipping boxes pile up in the U.S. and Europe as the stream of wares coming out of Asia
intensified again in 2021. The more permanent reopening that the U.S. has been experiencing at this
point in the coronavirus pandemic has led to many retailers frantically restocking, with the upcoming
holiday season already in mind.
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Power shortages, recent holidays taking place in China and finally Typhoon Kompasu pummeling
the Southern Chinese coast have also not aided a streamlined shipping process either.

In early November, Freightos said that shipping containers from Asia to the U.S. West Coast was now
330 percent pricier than it had been a year earlier. The cost of shipping goods from Asia to Northern
Europe had even increased by 570 percent, but rates still remained slightly lower in absolute terms
than for the Asia to California routes.

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All Nippon Airways Holdings to cut 9,000 employees

JAPAN's All Nippon Airways (ANA) Holdings has plans to cut 9,000 employees through March
2026 after it reduced its consolidated net income projections for the current 2021 and 2022 financial year,
which ends March 31, 2022, reports Switzerland's Ch-Aviation. For the first six months of FY 2021/22,
ANA registered a net loss of US$1.02 billion against a figure of $246.4 million for the same period last
year. The holding declared that the slump in passenger demand from the Covid crisis forced it to revise
its full-year numbers. The job cuts will affect ANA staff, including cabin crew and ground handling teams.
It will not extend to budget carrier Peach Aviation.

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Govt plans to complete privatisation of 13 airports by March 2022

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The government has geared up to complete the privatisation process for 13 airports by the end
of this financial year.
“We have sent a list of 13 airports to the aviation ministry that are to be bid out on PPP (public-private
partnership). The plan is to complete the bidding of these airports by the end of this fiscal,” state-
owned Airports Authority of India (AAI) Chairman Sanjeev Kumar told The Economic Times in an
interview.
He added that the model to be followed for bidding would be the per-passenger revenue model. “This
model has been used earlier and is successful and the Jewar airport (in Greater Noida) was also bid
out on the same model.”
Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman had, in her Budget speech, said that the government will
privatise airports operated by AAI from Tier Il and Il cities in 2021-22.
Kumar believes that there will be takers of the project despite COVID-19 “as the impact of the disease
is short-term and the airports are on offer for 50 years”.

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Maersk posts record profit of US$5.5 billion in third quarter

MAERSK, the world's biggest shipping company, posted a record net profit of US$5.5 billion
for the third quarter, drawn on revenues of $16.6 billion, which increased 68 per cent year on year.
But total liftings were flat at 6.5 million TEU, with east-west volumes contracting due to the impact
of port congestion.Maersk's average box rate in the quarter was $1,780 per TEU, up 17 per cent from
the previous quarter.’ This represents a strategic transformation of our ocean business," said Maersk
CEO Soren Skou. The contracts include commitments of 2.8 million TEU a year from its top 200
shippers.Maersk's vessel operating costs increased by $1.5 billion on Q3 2020, to $6.8 billion. The
fuel bill almost doubled to $1.4 billion, driven by a 74 per cent jump in its average bunker price to
$504 per ton. Terminals and towage increased to $352 million, from $236 million the year before. Mr
Skou declared that contract rate negotiations for the main Asia to North America and Asia to Europe
trades were closing higher than when last concluded.
Regardless, Mr Skou declared Maersk was not going to ignore the short-term spot market.

THE world's first fully electric and self-sailing 120-TEU containership, owned by fertiliser
maker Yara, is preparing to navigate Norway's southern coast, reports Reuters.
The ship will load and offload cargo, recharge its batteries and navigate without human involvement,
said Yara.
The 261-foot feeder Yara Birkeland is set to replace trucks between Yara's plant in Porsgrunn in
southern Norway and its export port in Brevik 8.7 miles away by road, starting next year.
For Yara it means reducing CO2 emissions at its plant in Porsgrunn, one of Norway's single largest
sources of CO2, said CEO Svein Tore Holsether.
"Now we have taken this technological leap to show it is possible, and I'm thinking there are so many
routes in the world where it is possible to implement the same type of ship,” he said.
Built by Vard Norway, Kongsberg, provided key technology including the sensors and integration
required for remote and autonomous operations.
"This isn't about replacing the sailors, it's replacing the truck drivers,” said Yara project manager Jostein
Braaten on the ship's bridge, which will be removed when the vessel is running on full automation. The
ship will load and offload its cargo, recharge its batteries and also navigate without human
involvement.Sensors will be able to quickly detect and understand objects like kayaks in the water so the
ship can decide what action to take to avoid hitting anything, Mr Braaten said.
The system should be an improvement over having a manual system, he added.
"We've taken away the human element, which today is also the cause of many of the accidents we see,"
he said. It is powered by batteries provided by Swiss Leclanche packing seven megawatt hours over eight
battery rooms, the equivalent of 100 Tesla cars, Braaten said.
