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Le pape Francois déplore les crises "économiques et sociales sans précédent" du Liban

Le pape Francois a déploré samedi, dans sa bénédiction annuelle de Noél "Urbi et Orbi",
les crises économiques et sociales sans précédent que traverse la "nation du Liban", insistant
par ailleurs sur les conflits "oubliés", notamment en Syrie et au Yémen.

En novembre, le pape avait recu au Vatican le Premier ministre libanais Nagib Mikati et avait
déclaré qu'il prierait pour le Liban, lui promettant de "travailler diplomatiquement avec les pays
afin qu'ils s'unissent au pays pour l'aider a se relever".

Le Liban a accueilli Noél cette année dans un contexte de crises aggravées, alors que l'inflation
monte en fleche pour les produits courants et que le gouvernement de Mikati reste paralysé en
raison d'une dissension politique liée a I'enquéte du juge Tarek Bitar sur I'explosion du port de
Beyrouth en 2020. Vendredi soir, le président libanais, Michel Aoun, a estimé que le Liban
aurait besoin de "six a sept ans" pour sortir de la crise.

Dans son discours, le pontife argentin s'est comme a son habitude livré a un tour d'horizon des
conflits de la planete et des conséquences économiques et sociales de la crise sanitaire, pour ce
deuxiéme Noél marqué par le Covid-19, évoquant tour a tour I'Ukraine, I'Afghanistan, I'lrak,
la Birmanie, I'Ethiopie, le Soudan ou encore le Sahel... "En ces temps de pandemie”, "notre
capacité a entretenir des relations sociales est mise a rude épreuve, la tendance se renforce a se
replier sur soi, a faire cavalier seul”, y compris "au niveau international”, a déclaré le souverain
pontife devant plusieurs centaines de fidéles massés sous la pluie place Saint-Pierre, a Rome.
"Tragedies immenses et oubliées” "Nous voyons encore beaucoup de conflits, de crises et de
contradictions qui semblent ne jamais devoir finir, et nous ne les remarquons presque plus™ tant
"nous y sommes habitués”, avec le "risque de ne pas entendre le cri de douleur et de désespoir
de tant de nos fréres et sceurs", a-t-il regretté. Parmi la douzaine de pays cités, le pape de 85
ans a surtout insisté sur les "tragédies immenses” et "oubliées” qui se jouent en Syrie et au
Yémen, en proie a des conflits qui ont fait "de nombreuses victimes et un nombre incalculable
de refugiés”.
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"Nous entendons le cri des enfants s'élever du Yémen ou une terrible tragédie, oubliée de tout
le monde, se déroule en silence depuis des années, faisant des morts chaque jour", a-t-il
lancé.Francgois a aussi appelé a "ne pas laisser se propager les métastases d'un conflit gangrené”
en Ukraine, ou les tensions entre Kiev et Moscou font craindre une escalade militaire.
Et évoqué la Birmanie "ou l'intolérance et la violence touchent souvent aussi la communauté
chrétienne et les lieux de culte™.Le pape a prié pour "les victimes de la violence contre les
femmes" ainsi que "les enfants et adolescents victimes de harcelement et d'abus”, au terme
d'une année a nouveau marquée par les scandales sur la pedocriminalité au sein de
I'Eglise.Fustigeant "l'indifférence” face au "drame des migrants", il a appelé a ce que "les
traitements nécessaires, notamment les vaccins, puissent parvenir aux populations les plus
démunies"”, comme il l'avait déja fait a plusieurs reprises. Il s'agit de la premiére bénédiction
urbi et orbi sur la place Saint-Pierre depuis le début de la pandémie.

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MIKATI CHAIRS MEETING OVER WORLD BANK PROJECT IN SUPPORT OF

ELECTRICITY SECTOR

Prime miner Najib Mikati

Prime Minister, Najib Mikati, on Wednesday chaired a meeting at the Grand Serail devoted
to discussing the World Bank’s project in support of Lebanon’s ailing electricity sector.
The meeting was attended by Deputy Prime Minister, Saadeh Al-Shami, Minister of Finance,
Youssef El-Khalil, Minister of Energy and Water Walid Fayyad, former Minister, MP Nicolas
Nahas, Regional Director of the World Bank in the Middle East, Saroj Kumarn Jha, World Bank
representative in Lebanon, Mona Kouzi, and Director General of Electricité du Liban, Kamal
Hayek.
On emerging, Minister Fayyad explained that this periodic meeting aimed at briefing PM Mikati
on the atmosphere and progress of the electricity dossier.
“We’ve discussed the possibility of signing the agreement with Jordan soon; hopefully, before the
end of the year. We’ve also discussed the right timing to sign the agreement with Egypt, under the
condition that it doesn’t breach the ‘Caesar Law’; however, this matter requires more talks with the
Egyptian side,” Fayyad explained.
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"We’ve also discussed the World Bank’s financing conditions, most of which are reform-
related ones that ensure good administrative and financial continuity of EDL, with the existence
of a long-term plan for the sector. The plan should be implemented within a timetable that does
not exceed the first months of the beginning of the year 2022,” Fayyad added.
Moreover, he went on to say that the two main demands on the political level were an
exemption from “Caesar law”.
“This is what Egypt and the US are working on, in addition to funding from the World Bank,
which is witnessing a lot of progress,” Fayyad concluded.

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French court orders L ebanese bank to pay $2.8 min to locked-out depositor
BEIRUT, Dec 13 (Reuters) - A French court has ordered a Lebanese bank to pay $2.8 million
to a client residing in France, in the first-known international ruling against informal capital
controls imposed by Lebanese banks since 2019.

The Nov. 19 ruling, not yet published but seen by Reuters, orders Lebanon's Saradar Bank to
pay the Syrian claimant all the funds she had deposited in two accounts at the bank in 2014.
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Saradar Bank will appeal the judgment, "which results from a misapplication of the
Lebanese law," the bank said in a written statement to Reuters.

Lebanon's financial system collapsed in 2019 after years of unsustainable financial

policies, and banks imposed tight controls on accounts, including a de facto ban on withdrawals
of dollar-denominated deposits and limits on withdrawals in the local currency.
These controls were never formalized with legislation and have been challenged in local and
international courts by savers who have sought to gain back their money promptly in hard
currency, rather than in the Lebanese pound which has lost more than 90% of its value in two
years.

Attempts to formalize capital controls have repeatedly failed, including last week by a
parliamentary committee amid opposition from groups representing depositors’ rights, who
said the draft legislation would immunize banks from prosecution while failing to secure people
access to their money.

"This ruling means that Lebanese depositors clearly have recourse in international
courts, and while every case is different from the other, it is an encouraging step for a number
of claims spanning from Europe to the Gulf and US," lawyers for the depositor Nada Abdel
Sater and Jacques-Alexandre Genet said in joint written remarks to Reuters.

They asked that the claimant's name be withheld over privacy concerns. Abdel Sater is
representing several clients in similar cases spanning three continents and said British courts
recently accepted three cases put forward by depositors against Lebanese banks.

Saradar had argued that the case brought in France should be reviewed by a Lebanese court,
but the French court said it was competent because the claimant had been approached by
employees of the bank and signed contracts in Paris and was a long-time resident of France.
Saradar had terminated her accounts and deposited the funds in cheques with a Beirut notary.
The French ruling said that the unilateral move by the bank, opposed by the claimant, meant
the bank had not fulfilled its obligations.

Due to the informal controls in Lebanon, cheques cannot be cashed out in dollars and
are instead sold on the market at a discount of about three-quarters of the total price, meaning
the claimant would have lost much of her money, had she accepted.

"As a result, the bank will be deemed to have failed to fulfil its obligation of restitution (of
funds) incumbent upon it,” and is ordered to make the payout, the ruling said
Reuters.

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Year-on-year inflation remains in triple digits for 17th consecutive month

December marked the 17th month in a row that Lebanon has recorded triple-digit year-

on-year inflation, meaning at least a doubling of prices compared to the same month the year
before. (Credit: PHB)
BEIRUT — Consumer prices tripled year-on-year last month, with December 2021 prices
standing 201.07 percent higher than those of December 2020, and 10.63 percent higher than
the prices recorded in October 2021, according to the latest figures released by the government’s
Central Administration of Statistics. This marks the 17th month in a row that Lebanon has recorded
triple-digit year-on-year inflation, meaning at least a doubling of prices compared to the same
month the year before.
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Since the beginning of the financial crisis in July 2019, the consumer price index has risen a
total of 628.78 percent, meaning prices are more than seven times higher than they were at the start of
the crisis.

The consumer price index uses a basket of commonly purchased consumer goods as
reference points to calculate inflation.

December health care costs jumped 43.03 percent from the previous month, and 374.27 percent
from the same month last year. The recent monthly increase reflects the partial removal of subsidies
on drugs for chronic diseases. Transportation is still the category with the fastest rise year over
year. Costs exploded 579.90 percent year over year, more than a six-fold increase, after the removal
of subsidies in October 2021. The average calculated rate for the lira on the parallel market during
the month of December is LL22,900 to the US dollar against an average of LL19,700 to the US
dollar for October, a loss of value of 13.97 percent for the national currency.

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Major container lines post record profits in third quarter

All global ocean carriers saw revenues increase substantially as a consequence of the

record-high freight rates, reported Jacksonville's Container News.
According to data from Sea-intelligence, year-on-year revenue growth ranged from 83.9 per
cent for Maersk to 274.1 per cent for Wan Hai. In terms of earnings before interest and taxes
(EBIT), the shipping lines made an impressive US$37.24 billion in operating profit in Q3 of
2021 alone.

'‘Combine this with the 2021 first half operating profit of 42.10 billion, and the carriers
have made nearly US$80 billion in operating profit so far this year," said Sea-Intelligence
CEO Alan Murphy. The industry has doubled its operating profit during the three quarters of
the year, compared to the entire 10 year period of 2010-2020, reflecting an unprecedented
level of profitability. The absurd nature of the current supply/demand and freight rate
environment is evident in the above figure, with the 2021 Q3 EBIT/TEU figure of each of
these shipping lines a clear outlier compared to the ‘'historical’ figures, he said.
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The smallest EBIT/TEU was recorded by Maersk of $818/TEU, while the remaining carriers
all recorded EBIT/TEU of over $1,000/TEU, with ZIM recording an EBIT/TEU of
US2,100/TEU, according to Sea-Intelligence’s data.

“YM Together” is the 9th in a series of container vessels that saw the first delivery in
2020. Construction and delivery of the remaining 5 ships will be completed consecutively by
2022. With the newest now joining the fleet, Yang Ming is able to rejuvenate its entire global
fleet while also cutting down on energy consumption and unit cost.

OOCL replaces Savannah on EMA service

The service will begin calling at the North Charleston Terminal in the Port of
Charleston for a period of six weeks from 14 January 2022,

The move comes in a bid to aid OOCL’s schedule integrity across its Trans-Atlantic network
as backlogs at the Port of Savannah continue.

The amended port rotations for the service are now as follows:

West Bound: Iskenderun (Turkey) — Aliaga (Turkey) — Istanbul (Turkey) — Piraeus (Greece)
— Vado Ligure (Italy) — La Spezia (ltaly) — Algeciras (Spain)

East Bound: New York (US) — Norfolk (US) — Charleston (US) — Algeciras — Iskenderun
German shipping line Hapag-Lloyd has also recently omitted the Port of Savannah from its
East Coast 2 Loop (EC2) service which connects Asia to North America. This is set to begin
on Week 50 of 2021 and will continue through till week 1 of 2022.

Customers have been recommended to use EC1, EC4 and ECS5 services alternatives if they
want to use the port for their shipments.

The service will now follow the route of Qingdao (China) — Ningbo (China) —
Shanghai (China) — Busan (South Korea) — Cartagena (Columbia) — New York (US) —
Norfolk (US) — Wilmington (US) — Charleston (US) — Cartagena — Busan — Qingdao.

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Port Klang’s box handling nears pre-pandemic level

Port Klang in Malaysia has handled 12.69 million TEU in January-December period,
close to the volume it handled in the entire last year totaling 13.24 million TEU.

The port authority expects that by the end of the year the total handling will reach 13.8
million TEU in 2021, in line with the pre-pandemic growth trend, when Port Klang had
handled 13.6 million TEU in 2019.

The severe impacts of the pandemic had lowered container throughput of the seaport,
the largest port of the country.

Port Klang will have to enhance its box handling capacity by 1.5 million TEU every year to
compete with its neighboring harbours like Port of Singapore which is expanding its capacity
every year to a significant level, said Malaysian Transport Minister Datuk Seri Ir. Dr. Wee
Ka Siong.

The Port Authority of Singapore this week completed the first phase of its new
gateway Tuas Port and announced that two of its berths will start handling containers by the
end of this year. Once goes into operation after full completion, the port will add 20 million
TEU capacity.

The Malaysian minister said his country is working on setting up another seaport in
Carey Island for which the ministry has already conducted a feasibility study two years back.
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Meantime, the French carrier CMA CGM this week temporarily suspended all new bookings
from Malaysia and Brunei ports towards Chittagong Port.
The suspension is for a couple of weeks as the vessel deployed in the route needs to go for
some repairing. Container News asked CMA CGM for a comment about the possible impacts
of the bookings suspension on Chittagong-Malaysia-Chittagong route but did not receive a
response at the time of writing.

Sea Consortium-controlled feeder operator X-Press Feeders has placed an order for
sixteen 1,170 teu dual-fuel newbuild containerships that can operate on regular fuel or green
methanol.

The vessels will be built by China’s New Dayang Shipbuilding and Ningbo Xinle
Shipbuilding Group, with each of them supplying eight units.

The first boxships will enter X-Press Feeders’ Europe and Americas trade routes by Q4 2023,
with all vessels joining the fleet by the end of 2024.

“We are very excited to commission the building of these ships, that will provide cutting edge
technology to deliver a balance of environmental sustainability and operational excellence.
The X-Press Feeders Group is committed to maintaining an eco-friendly approach to
expanding and modernising our global operated fleet,” said Shmuel Yoskovitz, CEO of X-
Press Feeders.

Maersk set the ball rolling for methanol-fuelled boxships earlier this year, with orders
for a feeder and a series of larger 15,000 teu vessels. In recent months, X-Press Feeders has
voiced its backing for three forms of propulsion to power the next generation of vessels:
methanol, ammonia and atomic.

AMAZON has hired 150,000 seasonal employees in 2021, a 50 per cent growth of 50,000
employees from 2020's figure of 100,000, reports the American Journal of Transportation.
In 2019, Amazon hired 200,000 seasonal employees, the highest over the last decade.
Elsewhere, in 2018 the firm hired 100,000 employees, a slight drop from 2017's figure of
120,000. Amazon maintained 100,000 seasonal employees for 2016 and 2017. Over the last 10
years, the lowest seasonal employee hiring was recorded in 2012 at 50,000.

The company intends to hire more employees as the economy attempts to recover from the
impact of the pandemic. Globally, online shopping has gained prominence, with the health crisis
acting as a key catalyst. In this line, Amazon has expanded to meet the new demand, and
employees will play a key role in managing the Amazon network warehouse and distribution that
has expanded rapidly.' said London-based financial portal Finbold.

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Hapag-Lloyd achieves extraordinary strong result in first nine months of 2021

Hapag-Lloyd has concluded the first nine months of 2021 with an EBITDA of USD 8.2

billion (EUR 6.8 billion). The EBIT was also much higher than in the prior-year period, at USD
6.9 billion (EUR 5.8 billion). At the same time, the Group profit improved to USD 6.7 billion
(EUR 5.6 billion).
Revenues rose in the first nine months of 2021 by approximately 70 percent, to USD 17.9
billion (EUR 15.0 billion). The rise can primarily be attributed to a higher average freight rate
of 1,818 USD/TEU (9M 2020: 1,097 USD/TEU). This significant increase is mainly the result
of persistently high demand for container transports with scarce capacities at the same time. In
addition, transport volumes were up to 8,980 TTEU and thereby 3 percent higher than the
comparable figure for the previous year.

Transport expenses climbed 16 percent in the nine-month period, to USD 8.9 billion
(EUR 7.4 billion). This was due in part to higher costs for container handling and an increased
average bunker consumption price, which stood at USD 452 per tonne in the first nine months
(9M 2020: 402 USD per tonne).

“Despite all the operational challenges, we achieved an extraordinary strong nine-
month result. However, global supply chains are under enormous pressure, which further
intensified during the peak season in the third quarter. This unfortunately also creates additional
operational burdens for carriers, ports and terminals — but, most importantly, for customers
worldwide.
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We will do everything in our power to help with suitable offers and to do our part to resolve
the situation through targeted investments and flexible capacity management,” said Rolf
Habben Jansen, CEO of Hapag-Lloyd.
Looking ahead, Hapag-Lloyd expects that earnings momentum will also remain at a high level
for the rest of the year. The earnings forecast for the entire year was accordingly adjusted
upwards on 29 October: For the 2021 financial year, an EBITDA in the range of EUR 10.1 to
10.9 billion (previously: EUR 7.6 to 9.3 billion) and an EBIT in the range of EUR 8.7 to 9.5
billion (previously: EUR 6.2 to 7.9 billion) are now expected
