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The customs dollar increases to LL 60,000 starting April 18

change this rate "comes from the Ministry of Finance, which notifies the BDL, which in
turn transmits the information to the Directorate of Customs,” a ministerial source
previously told L'Orient-Le Jour.

According to the union of new car importers and the union of used car importers, the
exemption granted to them is due to the need to modify the tax brackets according to
which these fees are calculated; a modification "requiring a decision by the Council of
Ministers."

Coincidentally, a Council of Ministers meeting is scheduled for April 18 and on its
agenda is the item of changing these tax brackets. Once the necessary changes are
implemented, the affected unions expect to see their tariff dollar aligned with that
applied to all other imported products.

Equivalent to LL 1,507.5 prior to the onset of the economic crisis in 2019, the tariff
dollar applicable on all imported goods had risen to LL 15,000 last December 1, before
being readjusted again to LL 45,000 on March 1. For new and used cars, a rate of LL
8,000 to the dollar was in effect and will remain in effect until April 18.

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ADANI PORTS ENDS FINANCIAL YEAR ON A NEW HIGH
India’s Adani Ports and Special Economic Zone (APSEZ) group has reported record
breaking figures for the 2022/3 financial year ending March 31st. The group handled a
total of 339 million tonnes, up 9% compared with the previous 12 months, increasing its
market share within the Indian ports sector.
In terms of container volumes, APSEZ throughput rose 5% to 8.6 million TEU, with
Mundra Port alone handling 6.6 million TEU. Mundra continues to be India’s largest
seaport with around 155 tonnes of cargo handled during the year, APSEZ claims.
Other areas of the APSEZ business also achieved new records. Container rail traffic
achieved a new milestone, passing 500,000 TEU, up 24% year on year, while bulk cargo
volumes exceeded 14 million tonnes, a 62% jump compared with the previous 12 months.
Adani suggests that the key to its success is its ability to maintain deep draft ports which
enables customers to bring in larger vessels, thereby lowering overall logistics costs.
The group points out that during the year Mundra handled the deepest draft container
vessel ever handled by any Indian port, MSC Washington, with an arrival draft of 17.0
m, and the largest vessel, the 15,194TEU MSC Fatma, with an overall length of 366 m.
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Additionally, Krishnapatnam port had the highest departure draft recorded in Indian
maritime history. A fully loaded Capesize vessel, NS Hairun, with a maximum draft of
17.85m sailed out from the port with 168,100 tonnes of iron ore onboard.
Adani also points out that it has achieved success in terms of cargo diversification at all
its ports. Over the past 12 months Krishnapatnam added soybeans, edible oil and sugar
to its cargo portfolio while Dighi handled sugar for the first time and Dhamra its first
vessel carrying rice exports to Bangladesh.

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CMA CGM Orders 16 Large Containerships at China State Shipbuilding -

Reports
French shipping giant CMA CGM has reportedly signed a shipbuilding order with China

State Shipbuilding Corporation for 16 large containerships valued at over $3 billion.
The order, which was reported by China state media, is being called the largest single-
order for containerships ever placed in China.

The order comprises 12 15,000 TEU capacity ships powered by dual-fuel methanol and
four 23,000 TEU capacity ships powered by dual-fuel LNG.

The 15,000 TEU ships will be built by Jiangnan Shipbuilding and Dalian Shipbuilding,
both part of CSSC. They will measure 366-meters in length with a beam of 51 meters.
The 23,000 TEU ships will be built by CSSC shipyards and will measure 399.9-meters
in length with a beam of 61.3 meters. The series of ships are believed to be the first in
China built with dual-fuel methanol capability.

News of the order comes as French President Emmanuel Macron made a state visit to
China to meet with China’s Xi Jinping.

Canadian government approves major West Coast container terminal
The Canadian government has approved the Roberts Bank Terminal 2 project, which
will add 2.4 million TEUs of container capacity on Canada’s West Coast. Port Metro
Vancouver DELTA, British Columbia — The Canadian government announced
Thursday it has approved a C$3.5 billion project to build a new West Coast container
terminal, subject to some 370 legally binding conditions, the Globe and Mail newspaper
reports.

The Roberts Bank Terminal 2 project, which has been in development for more than a
dozen years, involves the creation of an artificial island near Delta, about 18.6 miles
south of Vancouver, B.C., and adjacent to the existing Roberts Bank Terminal, which
includes a coal export facility and container terminal. Canadian Pacific, Canadian
National, and BNSF Railway serve the existing facility via the Roberts Bank Causeway;
that causeway will be widened to support more road and rail traffic.

The new facility is projected to take six years to build and will increase the facility’s
container capacity by 2.4 million 20-foot-equivalent units, or TEUSs.

“The approval of this project was not taken lightly,” said Transport Minister Omar
Alghabra. “With strong measures, we will protect our ecosystem while increasing
Canada’s supply chain capacity to ensure Canadians receive affordable goods on time.”
Robin Silvester, CEO of the VVancouver Fraser Port Authority, said in a press release that
the approval means his agency “can advance one of Canada’s most important trade
infrastructure projects to date, bolster our national supply-chain resilience, and deliver

generational economic benefits for Canadians and Canadian businesses.”

Chinese Shipyard Delivers ‘World’s Largest Containership’ at 24,346
TEUs

Chinese shipbuilder Yangzijiang Shipbuilding in China has delivered what is believed
to be the world’s largest containership by carrying capacity.
The MSC Irina was delivered March 9 to MSC Mediterranean Shipping Company by
Yangzi Xinfu Shipbuilding, a subsidiary of Yangzijiang Shipbuilding located in
Jingjiang city on the Yangtze River.
With an advertised carrying capacity of 24,346 twenty-foot containers (TEUS), the ship
takes the unofficial title of the world’s container ship.
According to Yangzijiang Shipbuilding, the MSC Irina is its first 24,000 TEU class
delivery and the first in a series of six ships being built for MSC.
The delivery of MSC Irina coincided with the delivery of 24,116-TEU-capacity MSC
Tessa, built by China State Shipbuilding Corporation’s (CSSC) Hudong-Zhonghua
Shipbuilding in Shanghai.
Similar to the MSC Tessa, the MSC Irina comes in at 399.99 meters in length but slightly
narrower at 61.3 meters in beam, compared to Tessa’s 61.5-meter beam.
The deliveries add to the growing list of 24,000 TEU class ships, following the first-in-
class OOCL Spain, with a capacity of 24,118 TEUs, and the 24,005 TEU Ever Alot,
which was the first ship to crack the 24,000 TEU mark.
With the exception of MSC Irina, all of the ships listed were built by subsidiaries of
CSSC, confirming that China, and China state shipyards in particular, are leading the
world in the construction of the biggest Ultra-Large Container Vessels.

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Fesco to boost container fleet to 160,000 TEU in 2023 — company
MOSCOW, April 19. /TASS/. Fesco plans to scale up the container fleet to 160,000
TEU [20 ft container equivalent - TASS] throughout 2023, the Russian shipping group
said on Wednesday.

"The Fesco transport group is going to increase the container fleet to 160,000 TEU in
2023 as part of development strategy implementation,” the company said.

The company commissioned new containers with the total capacity of 12,000 TEU
earlier. A batch of containers with the total capacity of 3,000 TEU will be received in
two - three weeks, the group said. The Fesco’s container fleet will therefore stand at
150,000 TEU in May 2023.

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China Merchants Port maintains stable container volumes in 2022
China Merchants Port posted 1.1% container throughput increase in the past year and a
small decline of bulk cargo volume.

The group’s ports handled a total container throughput of 136.53 million teu in 2022, up

by 1.1% year-on-year, and bulk cargo volume of 547 million tonnes, down by 3.6%.
Among which the group’s ports in mainland China, Hong Kong and Taiwan contributed
a container throughput of 102.65m teu, representing an increase of 1.2% year-on-
year, which was mainly benefitted from the increase in container volume in West
Shenzhen Port Zone, the Yangtze River Delta region and the Bohai Rim region in
mainland China. A total container volume handled by its overseas ports grew by 0.9%
to 33.88m teu.

“Notwithstanding the fluctuation economic environment in 2022, the container
business volume of West Shenzhen and overseas homebase ports hit record high,” said
the company.
Bulk cargo volume declined by 3.6% to 547m tonnes, among which the ports in
mainland China handled a total bulk cargo volume of 541m tonnes, an increase of 3.5%
year-on-year.
The group forecasts that container supply will continue to rise and the structural
mismatch between supply and demand will be alleviated in 2023. Container freight rates
in the shipping market will continue to fall and are expected to return to the normal pre-
pandemic level. Moreover, the efficiency of port operations will be improved and the
growth rate of global container shipping will tend to be normalised.

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AELER launches new sustainable smart container

Aeler Smart Container
LogTech company, AELER, has launched its new generation container, ‘Unit One’, at
the Singapore Maritime Week.
The container has been unveiled at Sea Asia, Singapore’s anchor maritime event on 25
April.
Unit One is the first transportation container made from composite, which has made it
“stronger, better insulated and smarter,” AELER claimed.
The materials used have reportedly increased the Unit One’s capacity to where a
customer would need need eight AELER containers instead of 10 regular containers
for the same amount of cargo.The Unit One container also produces 20 per cent less
carbon dioxide (CO2) in operation.The container’s aerodynamic exterior also leads to
a 4 per cent savings on fuel consumption.
Today, 56 per cent of all containers shipped are empty, and AELER aims to bring this number
down with the Unit One container. There can be up to 300 kilogrammes of plastic materials
used inside regular containers to protect and isolate the goods they transport.
AELER, however, has reported that such is not needed with its container as its
composite build ensures optimal passive insulation.
“The containers’ structural insulation results in a significant reduction in temperature
variations, reducing fitting time and costs to provide a viable alternative for specific
use cases such as chemicals, luxury goods and food and beverages,” AELER claimed.
