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Allianz reports record low ship losses

Shipping reported a record-low number of large ships lost over the past year, according
to an annual report published yesterday by German insurer Allianz. However, the study
warned a combination of factors impacting fire risk, ongoing and new threats posed by
the ripple effects of the Ukraine conflict, decarbonisation challenges, economic
uncertainty, as well as the rising cost of marine claims, means the sector still has plenty
of obstacles to navigate over the next 12 months and beyond.
“Shipping losses have sunk to the lowest number we have seen in the 12-year history
of our annual study reflecting the positive impact safety programs, trainings, changes
in ship design and regulation have had over time,” said Captain Rahul Khanna, global
head of marine risk consulting at Allianz. "While these results are gratifying, several
clouds appear on the horizon. More than a year after Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, the
growth of the shadow oil tanker fleet is the latest consequence to challenge shipowners,
their crew and insurers. Fire safety and the problem of mis-declaration of hazardous
cargo must be fixed if the industry is to benefit from the efficiency of ever-larger
vessels. Inflation is pushing up the cost of hull, machinery and cargo claims.
Meanwhile, although the industry’s decarbonisation efforts are progressing, this
remains by far the sector’s biggest challenge. Economic pressures could put vital
investments in companies’ strategies, as well as in other safety initiatives, in jeopardy.”
During 2022, 38 total losses of vessels were reported globally, compared with 59 a year
earlier. This represents a 65% decline in annual losses over 10 years. Thirty years ago,
the global fleet was losing 200+ vessels a year.

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Kremlin urges faster action to let foreign vessels use Northern Sea Route

MOSCOW, June 15 (Reuters) - A Kremlin aide urged the Russian government on
Thursday to adopt legislation allowing foreign flagged vessels to use the Northern Sea
Route (NSR), which Moscow wants to turn into a new Suez Canal.
The NSR runs from Murmansk near Russia's border with Norway eastwards to the
Bering Strait near Alaska.
Although the route is physically challenging, it could cut sea transport times between
Europe and Asia at a time when Russia's trade with Western countries is at post-Cold
War lows following Moscow's decision to send troops into Ukraine.
"We have been left without transit routes. The Northern Sea Route is a new challenge
to international logistics,” Igor Levitin, a former Russian transport minister and now an
aide to President Vladimir Putin, told an economic forum.
By 2024, according to government plans, if projects involving liquefying natural gas,
gas condensate, oil, coal, precious metals and other goods are implemented by Russian
companies, cargoes totalling around 80 million tonnes per year could be shipped via
the NSR between Europe and Asia.
Russia has been working on legislation to regulate use of the route by foreign
commercial and military vessels.
"We have not (yet) set the rules for international transit traffic... The rules for the
passage of foreign vessels should be adopted quickly,” Levitin said.
The NSR, though significantly shorter than the Suez Canal, is challenging and requires
the assistance of icebreakers to help vessels to pass along the northern coast of Russia.

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Slow, super slow steaming back in vogue adding 3 days to voyages

LIKE it or not - and there is plenty of reason not to like it - slow steaming is much in
vogue adding two to three days to east-west voyages, says Lars Jensen, CEO of the
Vespucci Maritime consultancy, reports New York's Journal of Commerce.
The 2M Alliance will add two megaships to its AE6/Lion service from Asia to North
Europe in early June, part of a programme to reduce speed on all eight of the alliance's
Asia-Europe loops. The operating speeds of these vessels are being reduced. This is
hardly surprising and follows a true-and-tested approach by ocean carriers when faced
with overcapacity and/or higher fuel costs,’ said Mr Jensen.
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‘The first large-scale example this time around is the announcement from 2M Alliance
partners Maersk and Mediterranean Shipping Co (MSC) that they will inject nine
vessels into the Asia-Europe trade in order to slow down round-trip sailing times. In
essence, it will take a week longer for the full round trip on the affected services. 'Not
only does it absorb part of the impending overcapacity from many of the new vessels
being delivered, but it also reduces the relative importance of the fuel cost.

‘The latter stands to become highly important in 2024 as the European Union begins
to phase in carbon taxes on the shipping sector and the International Maritime
Organisation 2023 rules begin to take hold," he said. 'It should be expected that other
carriers will follow suit, also on other longer deep-sea trades such as the transpacific
and Asia to South America..

‘This behavior is certainly not new from the carriers. In the middle of the 2000s, the
norm for an Asia-Europe service was to operate with seven or eight vessels. Today,
this is typically done with 11 to 13 vessels," said Mr Jensen.

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Panama Canal retains low water load limits despite recent rains

Panama Canal

THE Panama Canal will likely keep draught restrictions to 44 feet (13.4 metres) on
ships as water levels reach a four-year low, despite recent rains. reports Bloomberg.
The limit will allow passage for most vessels, though some ships like container and dry
bulk carriers will have to lighten their loads, said the canal authority.

The canal authority is allowing roughly 30-31 ships per day to transit the waterway,
down from 36-37 otherwise.

Allowing more transits would cause water levels to fall further at Lake Gatun, which is
projected to drop to 79.5 feet by August from 79.7 feet now, the lowest since July 2019
during a previous drought.

Water from the lake is used to fill locks during transits and then washed out to sea. The
freshwater lake also provides drinking water to about half of Panama's population.
The plan, combined with expected rainfall, is designed to bring lake water levels back
to 84 feet by mid-November, when the next dry season is expected to begin.

The restrictions have caused longer wait times for ships crossing the canal with 59
vessels currently in line for transits, according to Panama Canal data. The canal
authority will prioritise ships that booked transit slots while handling unbooked ships
on a standby basis.

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Record newbuilding deliveries in June

The month of June 2023 has set an all-time high for container ship newbuilding
deliveries in a single month, with 277,873 TEUs hitting the water.

Ships released by the yards include ONE's 24,136 TEU ONE Innovation, Hapag-
Lloyd's 23,660 TEU Berlin Express, MSC's 24,346 TEU MSC Mariella and 15,264
TEU MSC Taylor, Seaspan Corporation's 15,616 TEU Maersk Charleston, Evergreen
Marine Corporation's 15,342 TEU Ever Max and Capital Ship anagement's 13,312
TEU Buenaventura Express.

In the first six months of 2023, 148 ships of 975,344 TEUs entered service, while over
1.2 million TEUs are scheduled to be delivered in the second half of the

year. Linerlytica said in its latest report that total deliveries of 2.2 million TEUs in
2023 will be a new annual delivery record.

Just 47 ships amounting to 84,685 TEUs were deleted in the first half as new capacity
continues to outdo demolitions.

Linerlytica noted, "The current pace of capacity deletions is well below the record
high of 695,850 TEUs that were removed in 2016. Subdued scrapping numbers dent
hopes that the unbridled capacity growth can be contained."
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The record deliveries will add more downward pressure to freight rates, even though
Transpacific rates rose on 1 July.
Shanghai-US West Coast rates went up by 20% from 24 June, to US$1,408/TEU,
while Shanghai-US East Coast rates rose by 15%, to US$2,368/FEU. However,
China-Europe rates remained under pressure, with rates slipping 4% to US$763/TEU.
Linerlytica is certain that attempts to raise rates will be futile as the glut of capacity
worsens. The consultancy said, "Carriers are continuing to push for twice-monthly
rate increases but the retention rate remains dismal. The July general rate increase will
stick for
one more week before rate discounts creep back with limited capacity cutbacks and
low capacity utilisation keeping a lid on market sentiment."
