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Oman Air Cargo volumes surge 42% in H1

RIYADH: Oman Air Cargo’s push to increase capacity saw its freight volumes surge
42 percent in the first half of 2023 compared to the corresponding period of 2022,
despite challenging market conditions.
Total cargo revenue in the first six months of the year surpassed 22.3 million Omani
rials ($57.9 million), reflecting the airline’s resilience of operations, according to a
statement.
This rise aligns with the national carrier’s goal of retaining its strong position in the
market, the statement added.
“Despite a dip in yield compared to the previous year, the results indicate healthy
growth, and the carrier’s focus on technology, efficiency, and customer service is
ensuring it retains its strong position in the market,” said Oman Air.
Since its inception in 2009, the company has maintained an upward trajectory, having
obtained several certifications in 2021, added several new destinations, and introduced
its innovative cargo-in-cabin service to Europe in 2022.
The airline removed the seats of its A330-300 passenger flights to raise the capacity to
40 tons per aircraft.
The national carrier’s strategy in 2023 includes the launch of its first-ever freighter in
an attempt to meet growing demand.
“Our journey continues with a new freighter and our ongoing digitalization program,
shaping a promising year ahead,” Oman Air tweeted.
Earlier this month, the airline approved a restructuring program to reduce its losses by
15 percent during the current fiscal year while aiming to reach a break-even point by
2026.
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In a press conference at the time, Saeed bin Hamoud Al-Maawali, Oman’s minister of
transport, communications, and information technology, announced that the airline’s
board had approved a comprehensive program to restructure the national carrier based
on a specialized study.
In a financial statement issued in May, the airline made a forecast of reducing its net
loss by a further 56 percent in 2023, compared to a 35 percent decline in 2022.
It hopes to increase its total revenues by 236 percent this year compared to 2020.
The program will be implemented over the next three to four years and aims to address
ongoing losses and debt accumulation.

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Korea's SM buys shipping line HMM shares ahead of bidding

HMM Container vessels
South Korea’s SM Group has increased its ownership in HMM Co., the country’s top
container shipping line. The 30th-largest conglomerate in Korea, which aims to buy a
controlling stake in HMM, acquired more shares to boost its biggest local rival’s
corporate value, market watchers say.
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SM Group’s DongAh Construction Co. bought about 500,000 shares in HMM last
month and increased the group’s holdings from 6.56% to 6.66%, according to banking
sources on Wednesday. The shares purchased in July valued at around 8.9 billion won
($6.9 million) based on the Aug. 2 closing price.
The group can't confirm which affiliate has acquired additional shares in HMM, an SM
Group official said.
SM Group, the parent of SM Line Corp., is HMM’s third-largest shareholder following
Korea Development Bank (KDB) and ship finance institution Korea Ocean Business
Corp. (KOBC). The two state-run institutions own a combined 40.65% stake.
“[SM Group] will immediately jump into the race for HMM once its sale is officially
announced,” SM Group Chairman Woo Oh-hyun told The Korea Economic Daily in
July. SM Group believes a reasonable price for HMM is about 4 trillion won and can
even offer up to 4.5 trillion won, the chairman said at the time.
In March, KDB and KOBC started a process to privatize HMM by selling their stakes to
recover taxpayers’ money poured into Korea's top sea
carrier.
HMM, formerly Hyundai Merchant Marine, was taken over by KDB in 2016 after the
company received 6.8 trillion won in credit from the state-run bank to cover its
snowballing losses amid the shipping industry downturn.
SM Group purchased more shares last month as Chairman Woo aims to up HMM’s
corporate value, industry insiders said.
KDB announced earlier this month it will convert 1 trillion won worth of HMM’s
convertible bonds (CBs) and bonds with warrants (BWSs) into 200 million shares to sell
them together with the controlling stake.
SM Group needs to boost HMM's value as the state-run bank said the sellers are open
to negotiating the details of converting the bonds, an industry official said.
Despite other potential bidders such as general trading conglomerate LX Group,
seafood giant Dongwon Group and agriculture food company Harim Group, KDB
seems to have decided SM Group is the strongest candidate to acquire HMM, the
official added.
SM Group is likely to buy additional shares in HMM if the shipping company’s stock
falls, market watchers said.

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Powered by electric vehicle growth, China overtakes Japan as biggest auto
exporter
One might start noticing more Chinese cars in Western markets in recent times. In the
first half of the year, China exported 2.34 million vehicles, according to customs data.

The tally surpassed that of Japan, which finished H1 with 2.02 million cars exported.
This is the first time China has overtaken Japan in automobile export at the half-year
mark. The achievement has been fueled by the “explosive growth” of electric vehicle
export, Cui Dongshu, the secretary general of the China Passenger Car Association, wrote
in a blog.

Indeed, Chinese EV brands have been pushing aggressively overseas, venturing into not
only emerging markets but also Western markets where competition is rife.

Xpeng and Nio, two young Chinese EV makers, kicked off their international expansion
in Europe. BYD, the battery and hybrid vehicle-making giant, is establishing a
footprint for its consumer vehicles in virtually every fast-growing market and major
economy except the U.S. for now. Zeekr, the EV subsidiary under China’s biggest private
automaker Geely, has announced plans for Western Europe and Central Asia, with signs
to test the water in the U.S. as well.

EVs have emerged as a key area where China wishes to establish itself as a global leader,
thanks largely to the country’s dominance over the long and complex battery supply
chain. To that end, the government has handed out generous subsidies and policy support
to grow the sector, leading to competitively priced and quality plug-in vehicles, akin to
what Japanese gasoline cars are famous for.

As one EV consultant told me recently: “There are only two types of EV companies in
the world: Tesla, or Chinese EV makers.”

The question, then, is whether Chinese passenger vehicles will be able to establish brand
recognition away from home, especially in competitive Western markets.

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Panama Canal transit restrictions in place for a year due to water shortage

Panama Canal

Due to an unprecedented drought that has lowered the water level, the Panama Canal
put in place restrictions for the transit of ships for a year, officials from the waterway
said.

"We are looking at a one-year period, unless in the month of September, October and
November heavy rains fall in the Canal watershed and fill the lakes," Ilya Espino,
deputy administrator of the Panama Canal, said in an interview on Wednesday.

Hit by prolonged drought caused in part by the EI Nino weather phenomenon, the
Panama Canal has been forced to slash the volume of daily transits to just 32 vessels a
day from 40. Today’s official total count is 129 ships, down from the peak of 165
earlier this month.

“Although we cannot control nature, we can adapt our operations to ensure a
competitive flow of ships,” according to a statement by the Panama Canal Authority.
A video of scores of ships floating around the Panama Canal waiting to cross from the
Pacific to the Atlantic Ocean, or the other way around has been circulating on social
media.

The measures have congested the access to the 50-mile (80-kilometer) stretch of water
where 6% of all global trade passes through. Its main users are the US, China and
Japan.
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Waiting time has also skyrocketed. From the three to five days that ships used to wait
to cross the canal, it went up to 19 days, and now it has been reduced to 11.
“Freedom of choice is vital. We understand that our clients have options, and it is our
duty to ensure that our services remain the best option. If circumstances dictate and
customers temporarily choose another route, we respect and understand their
decision,” the statement said.
The Panama Canal uses rainwater as the source of energy that moves the ships in the
locks. For each ship that crosses the route, some 200 million liters of fresh water are
discharged, which the Canal obtains from a hydrographic basin formed by the Gatun
and Alajuela lakes. However, this basin has been depleted by the scarcity of rainfall.

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Container Shipping Lines Rake In $8.9 Billion Profit in Q2
The second-quarter results of the major container lines were significantly down from
the year before, but nonetheless the stronger carriers still recorded huge profits.
According to John McCown'’s analysis, based on the lines that report their financials
and taking an average for the carriers that do not, the industry achieved a Q2 cumulative
net profit of $8.9bn.
This compares with the all-time record $63bn profit for Q2 22, at the height of the post-
pandemic demand boom.
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The carrier with the best bottom line, of those that report their results, was French
carrier CMA CGM, with a net profit of $1.33bn.
This was followed by Maersk, with $1.29bn, and China state-owned Cosco Shipping,
which includes OOCL, with $1.2bn — interestingly, the only company to see a quarter-
on-quarter improvement at the ebit stage.
At the bottom of the net earnings pile was Israeli carrier Zim, with a Q2 loss of $162m,
and Taiwan’s Yang Ming, which achieved a just below breakeven result of a net 10sS
of $4m.
“This is the fourth straight quarterly downturn after seven straight quarters of record
net income for the sector, driven by significant pricing increases across most container
lanes,” said Mr McCown.
Indeed, most carriers are ‘banking’ profits made in the first six months of the year and
forecasting, at best, breakeven trading in the second half of the year.Moreover, some of
the smaller carriers, such as Zim, can expect to post full-year losses, and will have to
navigate a challenging 2024, unless the market improves dramatically in
the meantimeHowever, cumulatively, Mr McCown said he anticipated that while net
liner income this year would be “down significantly from 2022, the total will still be
“well above the record profit levels prior to the pandemic”.
He explained: “Since the 2008 financial crisis, the container shipping sector has
experienced generally poor overall results, owing to chronic overcapacity. The
pandemic materially changed the supply/demand dynamic that drives sector pricing,
primarily through congestion that had the effect of constraining supply.”
Alphaliner, meanwhile, focused on Q2 carrier operating margins for its analysis. It said:
“Average operating margins for the leading container carriers [the nine largest
companies reporting ebit] fell into single digits for the first time in three years in the
second quarter of 2023, coming in at 8.9%.”
The consultant’s analysis showed Cosco had been the only carrier to have bucked the
trend and improved its sequential operating margin in Q2, going from 20.3% in Q1 to
27%. And it noted that Cosco Shipping, including OOCL, had managed to cut its
operating costs by a huge 37% in the first half of this year, compared with H1 22, to
achieve this above-industry-par result.
The drive included a massive 55% saving in the Shanghai-based group’s equipment
and cargo transport costs over the previous year, which will be the envy of its peers, as
they too look to slash operating costs.
Commenting on the Cosco numbers, a carrier contact told The Loadstarthe savings were
“hard to believe”, adding: “Either they found a big black hole in their equipment and
transport costs, or they stopped moving boxes around.”

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Deliveries of New Container VVessels Globally Riseto 1.2m TEU in 7

Months
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Deliveries of new container ships during the first seven months of 2023, reached a new
record high of 1.2 million TEU in 2023, beating the previous record by 0.2 million
TEU, data from BIMCO shows.

As recycling of ships has remained low, the fleet capacity has grown 4.3% since
January.

The contracting of new ships has slowed since its record in 2021, but has year-to-date
remained twice as high as during the 2010s. The 1.3 million TEU contracted so far this
year has therefore kept the order book high, only 3,000 TEU short of the record 7.6
million TEU reached in March 2023.

The order book is in fact so large that ship deliveries are expected to exceed the previous
full-year record of 1.7 million TEU three years in a row. Based on the estimated
delivery dates, a total of 2.4, 2.9, and 1.9 million TEU are expected to be delivered in
2023, 2024 and 2025 respectively.

Recycling of ships is also expected to increase in the coming years as more energy-
efficient ships will replace less efficient ones as owners aim to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions.
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Despite recycling of older ships, the fleet is still expected to grow by approximately 4.5
million TEU between early 2023 and early 2025, increasing the fleet capacity by nearly
18%.
The increase in fleet capacity comes at a time when current trade growth in many key
regions is declining and global economy growth prospects for the coming years are
weakening, as explained by BIMCO’s Chief Shipping Analyst, Niels Rasmussen.
According to Container Trades Statistics, total global container volumes during the first
half of 2023 fell 4.3% year-on-year and ended only 0.2% higher than during the first
half of 2019. The all-important head-haul and regional trade lanes fell a combined 4.9%
year-on-year but remained 3.1% higher than during the first half of 20109.
Fortunately, the head-haul and regional trade lanes improved in the second quarter as
volumes fell 2.0% year-on-year and were 5.3% higher than in 2019.
“Highlighting the current time charter and freight rate market weakness, head-haul and
regional trade volumes have grown 5.3% compared to Q2 2019 while fleet capacity has
grown 17%. Future supply growth may be tempered by reduced sailing speeds but
further fleet capacity growth of about 15% in the coming year and a half underlines
how supply side growth will remain a challenge for ship owners and operators,”
Rasmussen said.

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MSC boosts air freight operations with takeover of Italian carrier

Italian media began reporting a sale was due on Thursday, saying it would be finalised
once lItalian regulators cleared AlisCargo to restart services — it requested a licence
suspension late last year.
Air cargo SVP at MSC Jannie Davel said: “The acquisition of a majority share in
AlisCargo Airlines is a step towards expanding MSC’s air cargo solution capabilities.
“It will ultimately provide our customers with a quality and consistent offering. | am
equally proud we have found a partner that shares a common vision and has built a
strong foundation, which we hope to develop.”
While the percentage acquired has not been made public, MSC said it intended to take
full ownership early next year.
AlisCargo began operating at the height of the pandemic with two ‘preighter’ 777s, but
was forced to suspend operations after the Italian Civil Aviation Authority (EASA) last
August lifted the exemption that allowed airlines to put cargo in aircraft cabins. The
carrier asked EASA to suspend its operating licence, while it awaited the arrival of
freighters, said to be two 767s.
One source told The Loadstar that AlisCargo management had told its top clients
“everything is okay”, but said there remained question marks over how cashflow would
continue without any activities, particularly given it had more than 30 staff on its books.
According to MSC, those two 767s are 777Fs which, once delivered, will allow
AlisCargo to recommence operations.
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Giacomo Manzon, general manager of AlisCargo, said: “I am proud to see a group like
MSC entering as a major shareholder and developing the project Leali Group has
initiated.”

AlisCargo’s 777 will add to the capacity MSC already offers: two Atlas Worldwide-
managed freighters, with a further two due within the next six months.

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CMA CGM adds Jeddah Islamic Port to its TLX Shipping Service

Jeddah Islamic
The Saudi Ports Authority (Mawani) has announced the inclusion of Jeddah Islamic
Port to the Turkey Libya Express (TLX) service by container shipper CMA CGM in
partnership with the Red Sea Gateway Terminal (RSGT).
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The weekly sailing, which kickstarted early-July, connects Jeddah to eight global hubs
including Shanghai, Ningbo, Nansha, Singapore, Iskenderun, Malta, Misurata, and Port
Klang through a fleet of nine ships and a capacity exceeding 30,000 TEUs.
The new maritime linkage bolsters Jeddah port’s strategic position along the busy Red
Sea trade lane, which recently posted a record-breaking throughput of 473,676 TEUs
during June thanks to large-scale infrastructure upgrades and investments, while further
enhancing the Kingdom’s rankings in major indices as well as its standing on the global
logistics front as per the roadmap set by Saudi Vision 2030.
The current year has seen a historic addition of 20 cargo services so far, a fact that
enabled the Kingdom’s rise in the Q2 update of UNCTAD’s Liner Shipping
Connectivity Index (LSCI) to the 16th position in a list that includes 187 countries. The
nation had similarly recorded a 17-place leap in the World Bank’s Logistics
Performance Index to the 38th spot, in addition to the 8-place jump in the 2023 edition
of the Lloyd’s List One Hundred Ports.
