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Maersk explores more ethanol use for green fuel to cut reliance on China
[COPENHAGEN] Danish shipping company Maersk is looking at increasing its use of
ethanol as a fuel, which could reduce its dependence on China and boost the industry’s
decarbonisation efforts, the Financial Times reported on Sunday (Jan 11), citing an
interview with CEO Vincent Clerc.

Clerc noted that while China dominates the market for fuels such as “green methanol”,
the US and Brazil are the world’s leading ethanol producers.

“If all the upside is only in China, then some countries will object,” Clerc told the FT.
“But if the upside is more evenly distributed, then more countries will support it. It will
make the green transition something that more countries can see an upside to.”

The shipping sector is facing more difficulty than most in lowering emissions, requiring
costly retrofits on existing vessels or new ships that can operate on e-fuels.

Late last year, shipping companies Hapag-Lloyd and North Sea Container Line (NCL)
won a tender to use low-emission fuels derived from hydrogen on container ships from

2027 for at least three years to reduce CO2 emissions.

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Suez Shows Signs of Life as Major Ocean Carriers Cautiously Return After

Two-Year Red Sea Exodus
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Containership traffic through the Suez Canal is finally inching higher.
In the week ending January 11, 26 containerships transited the canal, the highest weekly
total in more than a month, according to Drewry’s newly launched Red Sea Diversion
Tracker. It is a small number by historical standards — but a meaningful one for a trade
route that has been largely deserted since late 2023.
The rebound comes after just 10 transits the previous week, when post-Christmas
slowdowns kept volumes depressed. But this latest uptick looks different.
According to Drewry, CMA CGM, APL and MSC pushed five ships larger than 8,000
TEU through Suez, up from only two the week before. Smaller regional operators never
fully abandoned the route, but this marks the clearest sign yet that global carriers are
beginning to test whether the Red Sea is finally navigable again.
Before the crisis, Suez routinely handled around 80 containerships a week, carrying
roughly 12 percent of global seaborne trade between Asia and Europe. That traffic
collapsed after Yemen’s Houthi rebels began attacking commercial shipping in October
2023, forcing carriers to divert thousands of miles around the Cape of Good Hope.
Since then, more than 100 merchant ships have been targeted, four have been sunk, one
seized, and at least eight seafarers killed.
Now, for the first time in nearly two years, some of the world’s largest operators are
inching back.
Maersk completed its second Red Sea transiton January 11-12 when the U.S.-
flagged Maersk Denver passed safely through the strait on its Middle East—U.S. East
Coast MECL service. It followed the December return of the Maersk Sebarok, the
company’s first Suez passage since the attacks began.
“The safety of our crew, vessels and cargo remains of utmost importance,” Maersk said,
stressing that any return will be gradual and conditional.
CMA CGM is moving faster. The French carrier had plans to resume Suez transits this
month on its INDAMEX India—-U.S. service, and in late December sent the 23,000-
TEU CMA CGM Jacques Saade — the largest ship to use the canal in two years —
through the route.
Still, the industry is hedging its bets.
According to Drewry, traffic around the Cape of Good Hope surged to 203 voyages in
the same week, more than double the previous week’s total. The message is clear: most
carriers remain unconvinced that the danger has truly passed.
“The return to the Suez Canal is one of this year’s key swing factors for capacity, freight
rates and transit times,” said Drewry’s Philip Damas, who expects carriers to proceed
cautiously, watching insurance costs, competitor behavior, and the risk of port
congestion in Europe.
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Egypt, meanwhile, is desperate for a full recovery. Canal tolls are a vital source of
foreign currency, and Suez Canal Authority chairman Adm. Ossama Rabiee has said he
hopes traffic will normalize by the second half of 2026.
For now, every transit is a live-fire test.
Whether the Red Sea is finally reopening — or simply offering a brief lull — is a

question the world’s biggest carriers are still answering one ship at a time.
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DP World enters the Swedish market with expansion of its forwarding network.
DP World announced the expansion of its freight forwarding operations in Sweden and
will open two new offices in Stockholm and Gothenburg in February 2026. The project
aims to strengthen trade links between Swedish importers and exporters and key markets
in the Middle East, Africa, Asia-Pacific, and Latin America.

The expansion is being implemented with the support of Foodtankers and Business

Sweden. The new offices will operate through the Cargoes platform, providing improved
EDI integration and faster customs procedures for Swedish companies seeking more
transparent and faster logistics processes.
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According to Stephen Whittingham, DP World’s Vice President for Northern Europe,
the network expansion will create new jobs and strengthen the company’s environmental
focus. Boyan Knightley, Head of DP World Sweden, emphasized that the goal in the
first year is to shift 25% of cargo to rail and sea freight, reducing emissions and
improving local customers’ access to global markets.

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CMA CGM launches block-train intermodal solution
CMA CGM has introduced a dedicated rail block-train solution in Mexico, expanding
its intermodal offering and improving access to key inland markets from the country’s
main seaports.
The new service links six core CMA CGM maritime services on global trade routes
directly to inland hubs from both the Pacific West Coast and the Gulf Coast. The block-
train solution offers four departures per week, guaranteed weekly capacity, and reduced
dwell time at port terminals.
CMA CGM said the service delivers faster and more predictable inland transit, with
journey times of around five days on major corridors. These routes connect the ports of
Lazaro Céardenas, Manzanillo, and Veracruz with inland destinations including Mexico
City, Cuautitlan, Tula, and Guadalajara.
The carrier said the block-train solution is designed to improve reliability, shorten transit
times, and provide customers with a seamless end-to-end logistics option, strengthening
supply chain efficiency across Mexico’s key trade lanes.

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Hapag-Lloyd arm takes full control of Florida International Terminal
Hapag-Lloyd’s terminal and infrastructure division, Hanseatic Global Terminals (HGT),
has agreed terms with Chilean shipping and logistics group Grupo Empresas Navieras
(GEN) that will see HGT take full ownership of Florida International Terminal (FIT).
The deal, reached with GEN affiliate Agunsa Universales (AGUNSA USA), reshapes
the capital structure of the Port Everglades facility and hands sole control to Hanseatic

Global Terminals. AGUNSA USA brings together GEN’s port, logistics and towage
interests in the US.
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FIT sits at Port Everglades in South Florida, a key gateway serving one of the world’s
largest consumer markets. The terminal handles containers and general cargo. For HGT,
the move strengthens its footprint in North America and tightens its grip on a port that
plays a growing role in US trade flows, particularly into the Southeast, the company
said.
The Florida deal marks another step in HGT’s steady expansion strategy as liner-backed
terminal operators continue to lock in capacity and control at key gateways. Hanseatic
Global Terminals was set up in 2023 as an independent business within the Hapag-Lloyd
Group, with a clear focus on terminals and infrastructure. The Rotterdam-based
company has laid out plans to expand from 21 terminals today to around 30 worldwide
by the end of the decade.

Evergreen returns to Ravenna, new deal for TCR
TRIESTE — On 28 December, Terminal Container Ravenna welcomed the Ever Chart,
marking Evergreen’s operational return to the port’s quays.
Last Sunday, Evergreen Marine Corporation’s Ever Chart called at Terminal Container
Ravenna as part of a service developed in partnership with Ocean Network Express. For
TCR and the Sapir Group, this is a significant step, also because Evergreen had already
been present in Ravenna, but at a different terminal.
According to TCR Chairman Giannantonio Mingozzi, the agreement provides a
concrete boost to intra-Mediterranean links, especially towards Greece, Cyprus,
Lebanon and Egypt, and consolidates the terminal’s role within the Eastern
Mediterranean logistics network. Evergreen’s return, Mingozzi added, also confirms the
terminal’s ability to offer services that match the needs of major carriers and to support
the competitiveness of the Port of Ravenna.
The economic and employment impact is equally relevant. Sapir Chairman Riccardo
Sabadini stressed the importance of container traffic for the local community, both in
terms of direct jobs and for the entire logistics and transport supply chain linked to the
port.
Welcoming the vessel at the quay were Mingozzi and Sabadini together with Alessandro
Braschi, head of planning, who presented the TCR crest to the Ever Chart’s master,
Captain Ariel Asoy. A symbolic gesture accompanying the start of a collaboration set to
strengthen the positioning of Ravenna’s terminal in Mediterranean trades.

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Ocean Network Express Secures Minority Stake in Dalian Container Terminal
Singapore, 23 December 2025 - Ocean Network Express (ONE) has announced the
signing of an agreement to acquire a minority stake in Dalian Container Terminal (DCT)
in Dalian, China.

Located in the largest foreign container trade hub in Northeast China, DCT is one of the
biggest dedicated container terminals in the region. The terminal has an annual capacity
of 6.6 million TEU (twenty-foot equivalent units). The facility features 14 container
berths with a total quay length of 4,390 meters and is equipped with modern equipment
and deep drafts to accommodate large container vessels.

Hiroki Tsujii, Global Chief Officer of ONE’s Product and Network division, says, “This
acquisition of a minority stake aligns with our strategy of ensuring access at key regional
ports. The ownership stake allows us to collaborate with DCT and contribute to its
continued infrastructure development and green terminal initiatives, further supporting
Dalian’s role as a key gateway for international trade in Northeast China.”

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Taiwanese shipping line Yang Ming Marine Transport has disclosed plans
to expand its fleet by 70%. to 1.25 million TEU by 2032

Speaking at Yang Ming’s 53rd anniversary celebrations, chairman Chuck Tsai Feng-
ming said that the company must boost its capacity to be more self-sufficient.

Tsai said: “Although market changes and policy risks are difficult to predict, our strategy
1s to strengthen our core business. We will acquire more containers and terminals to
grow our business volume and market share. We will also accelerate digital
transformation to be more competitive.”

Yang Ming now has 18 container ships on order, ranging from 8,000 TEU to 16,000
TEU. These are being constructed at Imabari Shipbuilding in Japan, as well as HD
Hyundai Heavy Industries and Hanwha Ocean in South Korea. This year, Yang Ming
will take delivery of five 15,500 TEU ships from HD-HHI.

The Taiwanese shipping line’s current fleet is about 716,000 TEU, comprising 59 owned
ships of 333,691 TEU and 38 chartered vessels of 382,316 TEU. The vessels on order
come up to 236,660 TEU. To bring its fleet to 1.25 million TEU, Yang Ming will need
to acquire or build another 297,340 TEU of ships.

The Taiwanese line is expected to eventually commission some 20,000 TEU ships, as
Tsai had said on previous occasions that Yang Ming would require such vessels. Yang
Ming is the only member of the Premier Alliance (which also includes HMM and ONE)
that does not have ships of over 20,000 TEU. Yang Ming is also one of two top 10
carriers, with the other being Zim Line, that does not have 20,000 TEU ships.

Yang Ming, being partly state-owned, is likely to choose Japanese or South Korean
shipyards for its newbuildings, as China-Taiwan tensions have made the company
cautious towards Chinese shipyards.

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Huge blaze at Polish warehouse ‘under control’
Nearly 50 fire crews with 42 fire trucks at their disposal were dispatched to the scene
after firefighters were notified of the blaze shortly after 6:30 a.m. on Sunday in the town
of Tarnowo Podgorne in the Greater Poland region.
An update from the fire service said firefighters “brought the fire under control”, adding
that crews would be carrying out a partial demolition of the building in the coming hours
to reach the source of the fire.
Earlier on Sunday, the fire service said the fire was spreading across approximately
11,000 square meters of the 200x60 meter warehouse.
It said the facility was stocked with materials and equipment including propane-butane
gas cylinders and forklifts, but added that there is no threat to neighboring buildings.
The fire service said that freezing weather conditions were affecting water sources and
hampering efforts to extinguish the blaze, and that specialist equipment that can help put
out flames with sand was on site.
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It added that firefighters were able to save an office section of the premises and several
trailers parked near the warehouse.

There have been no reported injuries, but municipal officials issued a statement warning
nearby residents to stay at home and keep their windows closed due to heavy smoke.

MSC attribue un contrat de 10 milliards d'euros a Mever Wertft
Zurich (dpa/awp) - L'armateur et croisiériste genevois MSC a passé une commande de
quatre a six navires aupres de Meyer Werft, pour un montant de 10 milliards d'euros. Ce
contrat devrait garantir l'activité du chantier naval allemand jusqu'en 2035 et préserver
des milliers d'emplois.
La ministre allemande de 1'Economie, Katherina Reiche, a évoqué une "avancée
décisive" pour Meyer Werft. Ce chantier naval basé a Papenburg, en Basse-Saxe, a été
sauvé par I'Etat allemand il y a un peu plus d'un an alors qu'il était en grave difficulté
financicre.
Le gouvernement fédéral et le Land de Basse-Saxe ont chacun acquis 40% des parts de
Meyer Werft. Un investissement total de 400 millions d'euros a été réalisé. Une ligne de
crédit de 2,6 milliards d'euros a également été garantie.
Les difficultés du chantier naval Meyer Werft étaient dues a une baisse de la demande
pendant la pandémie de coronavirus et a la flambée des prix de 1'énergie et des maticres
premicres liée a la guerre en Ukraine.
