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Apontes propel Switzerland higher up the shipowning ranks
Veson Nautical has published its annual rankings of the top 10 shipowning nations with
landlocked Switzerland noticeably climbing the ranks.
Switzerland entered the top 10 list last year, in ninth spot, largely down to the Aponte family’s
Mediterranean Shipping Co (MSC), the world’s largest containerline and a giant brand in cruise
shipping.
Switzerland now ranks sixth on Veson Nautical’s list. The total value of the Swiss fleet now
stands at $83bn, up 22% from last year, which is largely due to the continued buying spree of
MSC, who have added a further 58 secondhand vessels plus an additional 36 orders to its
existing orderbook over the past 12 months, according to Veson data.
Gianluigi Aponte’s Geneva-based MSC has been on a historic fleet expansion in the 2020s,
hoovering up more than 450 secondhand boxships, and ordering more than 3m teu of newbuilds,
pushing MSC to the top spot in the global liner leagues, and making the Apontes — who
originally hail from Italy — by some distance the richest family in Switzerland.
Originally from Naples, Aponte, now 85, founded MSC in 1970. His family is among the top
50 on the Forbes billionaire’s index.
Elsewhere, China stays in the number one position, Japan is second, and Greece takes bronze

on the Veson list. Taiwan enters the top 10, displacing Norway.

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Evergreen orders 23 vessels at Chinese yards
Taiwan’s largest container operator Evergreen Marine Corporation has ordered 23 container
ships at two Chinese yards via its Singapore-based subsidiary Evergreen Marine (Asia).
In an announcement made yesterday the carrier has agreed a deal for seven units of 5,900 teu at
up to $82 million each and 16 vessels of up to $56 million each bringing the total investment to
$1.47 billion.
The larger ships will be built at the Yangzijiang's Jiangsu New Yangzi Shipbuilding Co. while
the smaller units are to be constructed at the CSSC Huangpu Wenchong Shipbuilding
Company.
Evergreen Marine has an extensive orderbook of 53 ships already, this new order will take the
total to 76 ships worth a total of more than $11 billion.
The company gave no timeline for the completion of these contracts, but each vessel will take
up two years to build for the larger units and between one and two years for the feeder ships.

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Containership orders break new record in 2025
COSCO and Hapag-Lloyd’s new orders last December have lifted the total number of
containerships ordered in 2025 to a record 633 ships for 5.08m teu, according to data from
Linerlytica, surpassing the previous record of 4.74m in 2021 and 4.77m in 2024.
China’s shipyards have accounted for a remarkable 72% of the orders in the year to date in teu terms.
“The rush to secure container feeder tonnage at Chinese shipyards shows no signs of slowing,
with the only apparent constraint being the availability of building slots,” broker Braemar noted
in its latest container markets update published yesterday.
Adding to the 5.08m teu record today, Splash is reporting MPC Container Ships has ordered six
3.700 teu ships at Taizhou Sanfu Ship Engineering.
Filipe Gouveia, BIMCO shipping analysis manager, noting how the container orderbook-to-
fleet ratio now stands at 33%, told Splash he had concerns about the huge tonnage overhang
incoming.
“From a supply/demand balance development, we find the container orderbook size the most
concerning, not least since the container sector will see the largest demand reduction if ships
return to normal Red Sea/Suez Canal routings,” Gouveia said, going on to predict that the
container market will see supply outpacing demand for the next five years.

The recently established ceasefire in Gaza and assurances from Houthi forces to limit attacks
on non-Israeli vessels may have created an opportunity to restore transit through the Suez Canal
for Asia sailings.
While the ceasefire offers a degree of optimism, shipping lines remain cautious and carriers
have indicated that they will only resume Red Sea transits when safety is assured, which is
likely to be at least months away.
Houthi leaders have pledged to avoid targeting US- and UK-affiliated ships, and hostility
towards vessels calling at Israeli ports has reportedly reduced, but the stability of the ceasefire
remains uncertain. The Houthis have reserved the right to resume attacks if hostilities escalate
in Yemen, and they continue to target Israeli-flagged or wholly Israeli-owned vessels. For the
industry to fully capitalise on the reopening of the Red Sea route, the ceasefire agreement must
be implemented in full.

Excess capacity threat
During the crisis, nearly 90% of vessels diverted around Africa, removing over 12% of fleet
capacity. This artificial tightening of capacity drove freight rates to record highs in 2024, with
spot rates more than tripling in some cases.
Now, the return to shorter Suez Canal transits is expected to flood the market with an estimated
1.8 million TEU of excess capacity. Analysts warn that this sudden shift will disrupt the supply-
demand balance, putting downward pressure on freight rates. Traditional measures, such as
scrapping older vessels or implementing slow steaming, are unlikely to fully offset the impact,
leaving carriers grappling with financial pressures.
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Operational hurdles and port congestion

Beyond capacity issues, carriers face operational challenges as they realign schedules and adapt
to the reopening of Red Sea routes. The diversion of vessels over the past year has caused
significant disruptions to shipping timetables. As carriers adjust, mismatched arrival times at
ports could lead to congestion and delays, further straining global supply chains.

European ports are particularly vulnerable to these disruptions. A surge in vessel arrivals,
combined with record deliveries of new ships in 2025, could overwhelm port infrastructure and
create temporary backlogs.

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Hapag-Lloyd advises suspension of Pakistan—Afghanistan border transit
Hapag-Lloyd has informed customers that commercial cargo transit operations at the Pakistan—
Afghanistan border are currently suspended due to the prevailing geopolitical situation between

the two countries.

As a result, all containers intended for transit between Pakistan and Afghanistan are being held
at port and border locations while awaiting further instructions from the relevant government
authorities.

Hapag-Lloyd said the suspension is beyond its control and will remain in effect until official
clearance is granted by the authorities. The carrier added that it is closely monitoring
developments and will provide further updates as soon as more information becomes available.
Customers have been thanked for their understanding and patience during the period of
disruption.

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Dual-fuel container ship and vehicle carrier fleet reaches 400 ships on the water
The World Shipping Council (WSC) has just published its latest update to the WSC Dual-Fuel
Fleet Dashboard, tracking the global liner shipping industry’s investment in new ships capable
of running on renewable and lower-emission fuels, and showing how the fleet is preparing for
the energy transition.
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As of December 2025, the number of dual-fuel container ships and vehicle carriers on the water
has reached 400, up from 218 in 2024.

The number of dual-fuel ships on order has also continued to grow, reaching 726 vessels, despite
a flurry of deliveries shifting from the orderbook onto the water. Across the container ship and
vehicle carrier orderbook, 74% of vessels on order are dual-fuel.

In total, 1,126 dual-fuel container ships and vehicle carriers are now delivered or on order — an
increase of 28% compared with last year. This represents over $150 billion of investment by
the liner shipping industry in these new vessels.

The expansion of the dual-fuel fleet reflects the scale of investment underway across the liner
shipping industry. These vessels are built for the fuel transition, with the capability to switch to
renewable and near-zero fuels as they become commercially viable and available at scale.

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COSCO inks deal for 12 LNG dual-fuel box ships
COSCO Shipping Holdings subsidiary COSCO Asset Management has signed contracts for the
construction of a dozen LNG dual-fuel vessels with Jiangnan Shipyard and China Shipbuilding
Trading.
The group plans to obtain external financing for up to 60% of the contract price for each vessel,
with the remaining 40% funded by internal resources.
The vessels have a capacity of 18,000 TEU, with deliveries expected between 2028 and 2029.
According to Alphaliner, the vessels are based on Jiangnan’s inhouse 18,000-TEU LNG design.
Jiangnan has previously delivered 5,100, 4,700, and 21,000 TEU container ships to COSCO.
COSCO Shipping Holdings has ordered the vessels to boost fleet capacity. The new vessels are
planned for deployment on East-West routes to optimise cost structures and enhance service
quality.
These box ships will replace older vessels to improve the overall fleet structure and achieve
economies of scale.
The ships are COSCO’s first to be powered by LNG. Before this announcement, the company
had announced methanol dual-fuel container vessels.
The company has also ordered six 3,000-TEU conventionally powered vessels at COSCO
Zhoushan Shipyard. The overall cost for the 18 newbuilds comes to around US$2.7Bn.

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Taiwan detains Yang Ming ship captain for suspected heroin smuggling
The captain of a ship operated by Taiwan’s Yang Ming Marine Transport Corp. has been
detained as a suspect in a heroin smuggling case, reports said Saturday.
Customs found 15 kilograms of the drug when they boarded the YM Horizon late
Thursday in Kaohsiung Port, the Liberty Times reported. The market value of the
seizure was estimated at just under NT$100 million (US$3 million).
The ship’s captain, surnamed Yu (JL), is the prime suspect. When the ship was to leave
Kaohsiung for Taichung, the court approved the captain’s detention Friday evening.
After the YM Horizon left the Vietnamese port of Haiphong on Jan. 25, it dropped Hong

Kong from its itinerary, sailing straight to Kaohsiung. Customs inspectors said they were
surprised by the amount and the purity of the heroin they found on board.
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Yu had only been in charge of the ship for 14 days but had already made contact with
Southeast Asian drug cartels, according to investigators. He reportedly changed the
ship’s itinerary to lower the risk of discovery.
Yang Ming Marine said members of the crew had reported the case, allowing it to alert
the Coast Guard Administration and the Ministry of Justice Investigation Bureau,
per CNA.
As its ships were equipped with high-definition surveillance cameras, the company said
it had handed footage to investigators. Yu was the only crew member to have been
detained, Yang Ming Marine said.

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HMM commences Wing Sail installation to advance low-carbon shipping
HMM has installed a Wing Sail, a type of Wind Assisted Propulsion System (WAPS), on the
50,000-dwt MR tanker, Oriental Aquamarine.

The system utilizes wind power to generate additional thrust through aerodynamic lift, similar
to an aircraft wing, supporting low-carbon vessel operations. The technology is particularly
suited to vessels that do not carry deck cargo, such as bulk carriers and tankers.
Depending on operating conditions, the installation is expected to deliver fuel savings of
approximately 5% to 20%. Lower fuel consumption also reduces carbon emissions and supports
compliance with key environmental regulations such as the Carbon Intensity Indicator (CII),
Greenhouse Gas Fuel Intensity (GFI), and FuelEU Maritime.
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Over the next two years, HMM plans to assess the performance of Wing Sail based on actual
operational data and, subject to the results, expand its installation across its entire bulk fleet.
An HMM official said, “Building on the low-emission technologies applied across our fleet,
we will continue to advance the adoption of innovative solutions to further strengthen the long-
term sustainability of our business.”

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India rolls out $1.2bn container manufacturing drive to curb import

reliance and ease box shortages
India has unveiled a five-year 310,000 crore ($1.2bn) programme to build a domestic container
manufacturing industry, marking a strategic pivot toward securing the physical backbone of its
trade system, according to a February 1 shipping ministry statement.
Finance minister Nirmala Sitharaman set out the “Scheme for Container Manufacturing” in the
Union Budget 2026-27, committing public funding over five years to create a globally
competitive production base.
Shipping minister Sarbananda Sonowal said the Container Manufacturing Assistance Scheme
would support a rapid scale-up in output, targeting annual domestic capacity of about one
million teu within the next decade.
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The ministry projects the expansion could generate a market valued at nearly X1.07 lakh crore
($12.9bn), alongside around 3,000 direct jobs and more than 50,000 indirect roles across
supporting industries.
India currently relies on imports for close to two million empty containers, a dependence the
government aims to sharply reduce as containerised cargo volumes continue to rise.
Sonowal said the scheme would strengthen supply-chain resilience, support ancillary
manufacturing and improve India’s competitiveness in global trade by building a self-sustaining
container production ecosystem.
The policy shift triggered immediate investor interest in logistics operators, with shares in
Container Corporation of India climbing about 4% during intraday trading.
